 Town Meeting established CPC in 2007

« Community Preservation Committee (CPC) has
nine members

« CPC has powers and responsibilities specified
by Massachusetts General Law Chapter 44B,
section 5(b): Community Preservation Act



Community Preservation Committee
CPC Mission Statement

Preserve the “small town feel” found in the historic,
clustered village centers, surrounded by
Interconnected natural and agricultural open spaces

Specifically,

preserve Littleton's historic resources and structures
preserve and enhance Littleton's open space for both
conservation and recreation

preserve and increase Littleton's affordable housing in
order to foster economic, racial/ethnic and age diversity
among its citizenry



CPA Fund Status

 Residential levy increase Is less than projected
— Residential levy up 3.4% between FY 08 and FY 09

— Less than 7% increase in total levy, due to shift of tax
burden to commercial

— CPA’s 1% surcharge is on Residential levy only

e State match to decrease further
— 67% this year drops to 35% next year
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Application process for funding:

Step 1. Community Preservation Eligibility
Reqguest--introduces proposal to CPC to
determine project's eligibility

Step 2: Community Preservation Application for
Funding--details project specifics

Both the Eligibility Request and the_Application for Funding are reviewed
according to the General Criteria outlined in the "Littleton Community
Preservation Plan” packet
