RULES FOR POOLS

Q Instruct babysitters about potential pool hazards to young children and about the use of protec-
tive devices, such as door alarms and latches. Emphasize the need for constant supervision.

QO Never leave a child unsupervised near a
pool. During social gatherings at or near a
pool, appoint a “designated watcher” to
protect young children from pool accidents.
Adults may take turns being the “watcher. “
When adults become preoccupied, children
are at risk.
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QO If a child is missing, check the pool first.
Seconds count in preventing death or dis-
ability. Go to the edge of the pool and scan
the entire pool, bottom and surface, as well
as the pool area.
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Q Do not allow a young child in the pool
without an adult.
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O Do not consider young children to be
drown proof because they have had swim-

9.1. All doors with direct access
to the pool through that wall
shall be equipped with an alarm
which produces an audible warn
ing when the door and its screen
if present, are opened. The audi
ble warning shall commence not
more than seven seconds afte
the door and screen door, if pre
sent, are opened and shall soun
continuously for a minimum of
30 seconds. The alarm shall hav
a minimum sound pressure rat
ing of 85 dBA at ten feet (3048
mm) and the sound of the alarm
shall be distinctive from other
household sounds such as smoK
alarms, telephones and doo
bells. The alarm shall automati-
cally reset under all conditions.
The alarm shall be equipped
with manual means, such as
touchpads or switches, to deacti
vate temporarily the alarm for a
single opening from either direc-
tion. Such deactivation shall last
for not more than 15 seconds
The deactivation touchpads of
switches shall be located at leas
54 inches (1372 mm) above the
threshold of the door.

421.10.2 Indoor private swim-
ming pool: All walls surround-
ing an indoor private swimming
pool shall comply with 780
CMR 421.10.1, item 9.

421.10.3 Prohibited locations:
Barriers shall be located so as td
prohibit permanent structures,
equipment or similar objects

from being used to climb the
barriers.

421.10.4 Exemptions: The fol-
lowing shall be exempt from the
provisions of 780 CMR 421.0.

1. A spa or hot tub with an ap-
proved safety cover.

“Approved Safety Cover”
means a pool cover that meets all th
performance standards of ASTM F
1346-91 and has a permanent labelf
affixed to the cover or supporting
product documentation verifying
compliance.

2. Fixtures which are drained
after each use.
