Current Track

·Built in 1979 at a cost of $136,000, next to MS and HS Buildings.
·Surface:  Rubberized Asphalt over Asphalt Base

¹ Typical for track surfaces of that era, but has limited ability for repairs.  Rarely used for new 
tracks after mid -1980ôs

¹ Typical expected lifespan of 12 to 15 years (1991 to 1994)
