Dear Members of the Board,

The undersigned represents Workers Credit Union (hereinafter “Workers™), regarding the
development of its new headquarters at 119 Russell Street, Littleton, MA. Currently, the
building is being completed and Worker’s is looking to occupy the building later this spring. As
part of the completion of the property, Worker’s is preparing to install signage on the building,
but the Building Department has determined that three of the proposed signs do not meet the
Littleton Zoning Bylaw, and therefore, will require variances in order to install the proposed
signs. Please accept this letter and associated Variance Application on behalf of Workers.

Specifically, Workers is proposing the following signs (see attached plans):

Location 1 — Sign 1 -wall sign on south elevation facing RT 495, non-illuminated, aluminum
dimensional letter and logo set, flush stud mounted to facade sign band above entrance, 91"H x
33'-2.5" x 2"D =207.5 sq. ft.

Location 2 — Sign 2 - wall sign on north elevation facing Russell St., non-illuminated, aluminum
dimensional letter and logo set bottom mounted onto entrance canopy above entrance, 47"H x
21'3"Wx2"D=81.6 sq. ft.,

Location 3 — Sign 3 -non illuminated, aluminum address numbers mounted above entry flush
stud mounted to facade, 12"H x 27"W x .4"D = 2.25 sq. ft.

Location 4 — Sign 4 -wall sign on east elevation, non-illuminated aluminum letter and logo set,
flush stud mounted to building facade sign band above east entrance, 51"H x 21'-4"W x 4"D =
90.7 sq. ft.



The following provides the Variances needed for the proposed signs:

Sign 1 exceeds size 173-35C(3) - No attached sign shall exceed 50 s .f. and 173-35A(1)b - one
attached wall sign to each building side having a both a public entrance and orientation to a
street .

Sign 2 - exceeds size 173-35C(3) - no attached sign shall exceed 50 s. f.
Sign 3 - none

Sign 4 exceeds size 173-35C(3) no attached sign shall exceed 50 s. f. and 173-35 A(1)b - one
attached wall sign to each building side having both a public entrance and orientation to a street.

In seeking these Variances, Workers also respectfully requests any and all other
Variance, Special Permit, finding or permit relief as may be required under the Town of
Littleton’s Zoning Bylaws to allow the proposed signs to be installed.

As stated earlier, Worker’s Credit Union has committed to developing its new
headquarters in Littleton. The site was previously developed as an office building, but Workers
has totally re-developed the building including a major expansion. Also, Workers is proposing
to build a branch bank adjacent to the headquarters building. In selecting the site, Workers found
the access from Route 495, and the visible exposure from Rt-495, to be crucial to its
development and success. In fact, Worker’s has obtained permission from the Conservation
Commission as part of its Order of Conditions for the development to trim trees and other
vegetation, to allow a line of site from Route 495 in order to take advantage of the 495 frontage.
Therefore, Workers is proposing a larger building sign than allowed by right so that it can in fact
be seen from Route 495.

Additionally, given that the building is set off Russell Street, some distance down from
Route 119, Workers is proposing larger signs than permitted by right facing both Russell Street
and Route 119. Given the expansive size of the building, signs meeting the bylaw, appear “lost”
on the building fagade and so do not accomplish the indented purpose of providing visibility and
direction for anyone looking for the building.

Attached please find a site plan of the development, and plans showing the proposed
locations of the signs and plans for each of the proposed signs.

With respect to the minimum standards necessary to obtain a Variance as per Section
173-6 B(2) of the Littleton Zoning Bylaw, please accept the following:

A literal enforcement of the provisions of the sign bylaw would involve a substantial
hardship, financial or otherwise to Workers. As discussed above, this location will be the
Corporate headquarters for Workers. Therefore, it is imperative to the success of the company to
have its headquarters visible from surrounding streets, including, most importantly Route 495.
Moreover, Workers paid a premium for the site due to its visibility from Route 495 and has



obtained the necessary permits to allow for creating a clear site line from Route 495 for its
proposed signs.

A non-financial hardship is owing to circumstances relating to the soil conditions, shape
or topography of the site and structure, which especially effects the Workers site and building but
not affecting generally the zoning district in which it is located. The Workers site has significant
hydric soils resulting in wetlands on the site. These conditions limit the location of the building
with respect to Route 495 (pushes it farther away), and limits site line from the highway
necessitating a larger sign if the intention is to be seen from the roads on which it fronts. Also,
the larger signs are necessary so that the building and its signs identifying it can be seen not only
from Route 495 but also Route 119, as these are the major access ways for customers looking for
the site.

There is also a hardship owing to the shape and topography of the lot. It is a longer
rectangular shaped lot and building with its longest side facing Route 495. Given the size of the
building by right signs are dwarfed, and so not as visible as needed to be affective, especially
from the abutting highways (495 and 119).

The desired relief may be granted without substantial detriment to the public good; and
without nullifying or substantially derogating from the intent or purpose of the sign bylaw. The
intended purpose of the bylaw is to protect the public from overly large intrusive signs. given
the size of the building and its setback from the surrounding roadways, especially Routes 119
and 495, the proposed signs are in keeping with that intention. They will not be oversized
relative to the building size and setbacks from roadways. In fact, they need to be large in order
to be seen at all and therefore be able to serve their purpose of providing recognition and
direction to the business. Moreover, the signs have been designed to be esthetically pleasing and
in conformance with the building’s architecture and so “fit in” with the building and are
aesthetically pleasing, certainly not substantially detrimental to the public good.
