Dear Conservation Commission:

I would like to request a minor modification to the Invasive Species Management Plan (ISMP) approved on April 27, 2021. The Order of Conditions (OOC) approved a five year program to control about an acre of the Phragmites on the site by physical and chemical means. As the Phragmites treatment has been largely successful, I would like to start controlling the other invasive species that are encroaching on the wetlands; most specifically burning bush and barberry. Hand pulling of the smaller individual plants has been successful, but the remaining bushes are too large for that and I would need to start “cut and daub” treatments on individual stems to be effective. This was described in the original NOI and would consist of cutting each stem individually and then placing a small amount of herbicide on the stem to kill the roots. The herbicide will be the same as used on the adjacent Phragmites. 
It should be noted that with the Permit Extension Act enacted as part of the Covid response, the expiration date for the OOC is August 2, 2025. I am not asking for an extension of that expiration date at this time.

If you approve this Minor Modification, control can start this summer under the Weed Warrior program, and will likely include a training portion for members of the Weed Warrior group or other interested parties to see how controlled applications can be applied to their properties.
