The wetland flag line was walked. Soils were checked on upland side of old flag A18 and were confirmed to be non-hydric. Soils were checked on upland side of flag A36 and were confirmed to be non-hydric. The septic area was observed uphill of flag A29 and overrun with phragmites. Uphill of flag A25, a berm and old silt fence were observed. Another berm was noted spanning flags A13 through A16, with riprap along the berm at flag A15. This was later determined to be a berm and basin that was permitted back in 2003, the riprap being an emergency spillway. Soils were checked between flags A15 and A19, within the infiltration basin, and confirmed to be hydric. Soils were checked on the wet side of flag A11 and confirmed to be hydric.
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
